·  Get twenty addresses under option in the core downtown area in order to 
have substantial visual and economic impact – Accomplished! 

 
·  Raise $6-million in investor capital to purchase and renovate the buildings 

so that the venture gets underway with no debt – Well underway. 
 

·  Purchase the buildings – We closed on the purchase of the first building on 
December 10, 2007 and expect other acquisitions to be made soon. 

 
·  Work with architects, engineers and designers to restore our buildings’  

facades to their historic appearance and modernize their interiors so that 
they are ready for tenants to build out to suit their businesses – Planning the 
first building will begin shortly. 

 
·  Populate the buildings with top-tier tenants whose businesses are of such 

quality and uniqueness that they will draw patrons from a twenty to thirty-
mile area – Tenants are now writing us letters of commitment, and we are 
posting their names on the website. 

 
·  At the three year point, have the properties appraised and borrow an amount 

equal to 50% of the increase in value.  Make a special distribution to 
investors equal to 25% of the increase in value.  Use the remainder of 
borrowed funds to buy and renovate more buildings. 

 
·  Begin paying an annual dividend to investors that ramps up from 4% the 

second year to 7.5% in the fourth year and thereafter until maturity of the 
venture. 

 
·  Sell everything and cash out at the end of ten years, or sooner if we feel that 

we have more quickly restored our core downtown and re-established 
Griffin as a regional destination for dining, shopping and entertainment. 
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
